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Cribbery Rules
· The Cribbery is for infants and toddlers (2years old and under who are not potty trained).
· Children over age 2 (potty trained) should attend Children’s Church. 

· The use of cell phones is prohibited in the Cribbery.  Please turn off all electronic devices.
· There is a 20-minute limit to each stay in the Cribbery.

· Participants are not allowed to sit in the Cribbery during the entire service.
· Parents/ Guardians must sign in and out of the log book.

· Children are the responsibility of the parent.  Children are not left to the supervision of the staff.  NO EXCEPTIONS.
· Children with fevers or symptoms of illness are not allowed in the Cribbery.  Please be considerate of the other children and staff.

· Parents are responsible for cleaning up after their children (including putting away toys and disposing of trash).

· Provision of diapers and snacks are the responsibility of the parent.  These items are not provided by the Cribbery.

· Caregivers must be at least 16 years of age. Children under 16 yrs are not allowed to care for children in the Cribbery.
· Only one parent/guardian per infant is allowed in the Cribbery at any given time.

· Please cooperate with the Cribbery staff.  Uncooperative parents and children will be asked to leave.
